Abstract : The output of Taiwan mold industry in 2018 was valued at NTD 53.7 billion, and it's export reached
NTD 19 billion. Despite a slight pickup in output, the export value still hits a five-year low, near the level during
the Financial Crisis in 2008. The priority for Taiwan mold industry is to improve mold quality, boost export, and
expand into emerging markets. In addition, as the US-China trade war continues to evolve, possibly into a long-
term problem with no feasible solution in sight, many Taiwanese businesses that have set factories in China have
cut production and invested in South-East Asia instead as a strategy to manage the risk. As such, this article
explores the impact of the US-China trade war on Taiwanese vendors, as well as the strategies for entering the
Indian market. Judging from the status quo of the industry, it is predicted that the mold industry will continue
to see modest growth over the entire 2019, with output estimated at NTD 53.9 billion, and export at NTD 19.2
billion. The impact of the US-China trade disputes on the mold industry remains under close observation.
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
